Weekend River Thames cruise

If anyone is staying over the weekend, we could meet
at the London Eye for a short river cruise on Saturday
at 10.45 am. The London Eye is a prominent landmark
and close to London’s Waterloo station — very easy to
get to from Kingston. It is also central for many
London attractions such as Trafalgar Square, the South
Bank and (a mile walk along the river) the Tate
Modern. We can take a 40 minute River Thames cruise
from the London Eye up to the Houses of Parliament
then down past St Paul's Cathedral and the Tower of
London. It’s quite nice and costs £10.50 per person, it
lets you see many London landmarks and get your
bearings for later sightseeing. You can combine it with
a ‘flight” on the London Eye if you wish. Let me know

VENUE

The venue is Kingston University London. The main entrance is in Penrhyn Road, Kingston upon Thames. This is
opposite the Surrey County Hall which is an ornate landmark building. The map below shows the location
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We will be meeting in the Clattern Lecture Theatre. The registration desk will be facing you to the left as you enter the
building. From the main entrance, turn left and the Clattern Lecture Theatre is on your right



GETTING THERE BY PUBLIC TRANSPORT
From Heathrow Airport

Bus:

We recommend travelling by bus. The X26 or 726
Expresslink bus runs once each hour and takes about
40 minutes to travel direct to Kingston. If you feel
confident then take the number 285 or 111 Red Bus
which runs every 10 minutes but makes numerous
stops and so takes about an hour (ask the bus driver to
tell you when you get to Kingston).

The Heathrow central bus station is open 24 hours a
day and includes a travel centre for purchasing tickets
on the day: open 06.00 till 22.30, at other times there
are automatic ticket machines. The bus station has
information screens but check which stand your bus
leaves from and keep a look out — we have found it
confusing and we live here.

Train:

To go by train you must take the Underground (‘The
Tube’) and the main line. Get an Underground map:
each ‘line’ has its own color, you have to change
platforms to change between lines. Take the Piccadilly
Line to Earls Court. Change here to the District Line to
Wimbledon. Then transfer to the main line station and
catch a train to Kingston.

Taxi:
Kingston upon Thames is 10 miles from Heathrow

Airport. By taxi this will cost about £26.

Gatwick Airport:

Train:

Take a train to Clapham Junction. (Do not use the
Gatwick Express as this does not stop at Clapham
Junction.). At Clapham Junction change to a Southwest
train to Kingston.

GETTING THERE BY CAR

From the North:

o follow the M1 to junction 6a (M25)

o take the M25 to junction 13 (A30)

o follow the signs to the A308 (Kingston)
through Staines, Sunbury, Hampton Court and
on to Kingston Bridge

From central London:

You must be crazy to drive from central London!
e take the A3 to Robin Hood Roundabout
o take the right lane filter onto Kingston Vale
(A308)

From the South:

e take the M25 to junction 9
o then take the A243 to Surbiton and follow the
signs to Kingston

From the South West:

o take the M3 to Sunbury
e then take the A308 to Hampton Court and
follow the signs to Kingston

Parking

The Hotel Antoinette has parking if you are staying
there. Otherwsie, park in ‘The Bittoms’ if you can -
walk to the Penrhyn Road exit. There are other town
center car parks

THINGS TO DO

While you are staying in Kingston Upon Thames, you
may want to know what else to do. Tourist and travel
information for Kingston can be found at:

River Thames

Kingston itself is an interesting London Borough. It is
on the River Thames, the tidal section: river walks are
pleasant, and you can take boat trips to central London
or to places of interest such as Hampton Court Palace.

Ethelred the Unready

Kingston has the King’s Stone, on which many early
English Kings were crowned. My favorite is Ethelred
the Unready, who became King in 978: presumably not
being ready for it.

Hampton Court Palace

Henry VIII’s palace of Hampton Court is nearby. It has
about 1,000 rooms and 241 chimneys, and is set in 60
acres of gardens with a maze (in which you can
certainly get completely lost). You can take boat trips
from the palace up the River Thames into central
London.

Central London

Kingston is a London Borough so you can easily get
into central London by public transport. The train takes
you to Waterloo Station which is close to the River
Thames, the Houses of Parliament and the London
Eye. You can walk along this stretch of the river along
the South Bank to the Tate Modern Gallery, or you can
cross by footbridge and walk to Trafalgar Square and
the National Gallery. Much of central London is within
a mile or two, and you can take river trips under Tower
Bridge down to Greenwhich where you can stand with
one foot in the West and one in the East hemisphere.

Clattern Bridge

We are meeting in the Clattern Lecture Theatre. This is
named after the Clattern Bridge, which is the oldest
bridge in Surrey that is still in use. It is near Kingston
Market. The bridge is named after the clattering noise
made by horses’ hooves as they crossed.

Picton House

Coffee will be served in the Picton Room. This is
named after Ceasar Picton (about 1755-1836) who was
brought to Kingston as a slave, and was left bequests
from his employers which he used to to set up as a coal
merchant and become a millionaire.

Telephone boxes

Kingston has a funny art work: a line of red telephone
boxes, falling over. This is on the way to the town
center.

Royal Boroughs

Kingston is one of only three ‘Royal Boroughs’ in
England. The others are Windsor and Maidenhead,
and Kensington and Chelsea. Funnily enough, both of
these are made up of two place names — “Windsor and
Maidenhead’ being two towns but one Royal Borough,
and likewise for ‘Kensington and Chelsea’.

Surrey

Kingston is a London Borough. But it used to be in the
county of Surrey, and by its postal address, still is.
County boundaries have been re-drawn several times,
with odd results. The neighbouring county of
Middlesex no longer exists at all — except on postal
addresses. And Surrey County Hall is still in Kingston
which means the seat of local government for Surrey is
not in Surrey at all. Weird, and very English.
